NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Village of Plain City,
Ohio, as follows:

Seetion 1. That the sum of 11 Million, 912 Thousand, 170 Dollars and 73 Cents
($11,912,170.73) is necessary to be appropriated to meet the fiscal obligations of the Village of
Plain City for fiscal year 2020 and such sums are hereby set aside and appropriated in
accordance with the attached operating and capital improvement plan budgets referenced as
Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.

Section 2,  That the Village Fiscal Officer is hereby authorized and directed to make such
appropriations and distribute funds in accordance with Section 1 above,

Section 3.  This resolution is declared to be an emergency measure, effective immediately
upon passage and necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health, and safety of the
Village. Such emergency exists as, the Village has identified critical public infrastructure
projects and operational costs that do not have adequate funds appropriated to complete under
the previously passed 2020 budget.
